WHAT IS A HOME TAKEOVER?

A takeover is when a friend, relative or someone you know takes overyour home. They may use it as a-place to stay,
sell drugs, do illegal activities or steal from you. As the tenant, you are responsible for what happens in your home.

A home takeover could happen to you, your neighbour or someone you care about. You need to get help.
It's important to know the warning signs and what you:can do aboutthem.

HOW THEY HOOK YOU: TYPES OF HOME TRKEOVERS:
